NEW BUSINESS

Post-Election Audit
Director Perlatti stated that Secretary of State Frank L.aRose would be attending the Post-Election Audit

on December 13, 2021.



November 2, 2021 General Election Night
Director Perlatti stated there was an unexpected shortage of contracted law enforcement officers for

Election Night for the November 2, 2021 General Election. The CCBOE quickly worked to resolve the
deficit with the cooperation of the Cuyahoga County Sherriff’s Office. The Sherriff’s office shifted
resources to provide enough officers for the required security assignments. The CCBOE investigated the
reason for the shortages with the contractor, Willow Security. The CCBOE found the contractor is
experiencing understaffing issues due to overtime mandates in several municipalities. Going forward, the
CCBOE will take steps to make certain additional resources are available on election night. The CCBOE
was billed by the contractor only for the security officers who worked Election Night.

Maple Heights Council District 6 Recall Election

Director Perlatti provided an update on the November 23, 2021 Maple Height Council District 6 Recall
Election. Early In-Person voting will close on November 22, 2021 at 2:00 p.m. Through Sunday,
November 21, 2021, there have been 13 Early In-Person voters, 66 requests for ballot applications, and 21
returned ballots. The Maple Heights Council District 6 Recall Election will be staffed by the CCBOE staff
and staff is handling many processes without third-party vendors. The Election Support Department is
delivering the election equipment on November 22, 2021. There will be no Monday night organizational
meeting. The CCBOE staff will set-up for the Election on Tuesday morning.

Cuyahoga County Council Redistricting

Director Perlatti stated that the CCBOE staff completed the changes to the County Council redistricting
maps, and the updated changes will be on the CCBOE website today. Director Perlatti will be
communicating with the County Council Law Department, advising them of the redistricting updates.

CCBOE Website
Director Perlatti commented that the training for the CCBOE Website is going well, and the response has

been positive.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Jonathan Platt provided public comment on the quality of the audio on YouTube recording of the
CCBOE’s 11/15/21 Board meeting.

Reverend Pinkney Butts provided public comments regarding items on the agenda and the official election
results for the November 2, 2021, General Election.

At 2:27 p.m. Chairman Hastings motioned to go into executive session for the purpose of discussing
employee compensation. Board Member Wondolowski seconded. and a roll call was taken. and each

Board Member voted in the affirmative.

At 2:53 p.m.. after returning from the executive session, Chairman Hastings motioned to come out of the
executive session. Board Member Wondolowski seconded, and a roll call was taken. and each Board
Member voted in the affirmative.

ADVISORY 2021-06 - Congressional Redistricting and State Legislative Redistricting

RELEASED: Decemberl, 2021

SUMMARY

e Advisory 2021-06 provides the most current information available regarding new State House and
Senate districts, as well as new congressional districts for the state of Ohio.

e Both the state and congressional maps were challenged in the Ohio Supreme Court, and the cases are
currently pending. The Secretary of State (SOS) will issue a directive with additional direction as soon
as the lawsuits are resolved.

e The 2022 primary election remains scheduled for May 3, 2022. Under current law, declarations of
candidacy for partisan candidates to appear on the ballot must be filed by 4:00 p.m. on Feb. 2, 2022.

e Senate Bill 258 extended the deadline for partisan candidates for U.S. Representative to March 4,
2022. However, the bill’s effective date is not until Feb. 19, 2022. Therefore, any candidate petition
filed with the board before Feb. 19, 2022, will be invalid (in other words, petitions for U.S.
Representative must be filed between Feb. 19, 2022 and March 4, 2022).

INSTRUCTIONS

. POTENTIAL IMPACT OF LAWSUITS PENDING

A. CHALLENGE TO STATE HOUSE AND SENATE DISTRICT MAPS

The State House and Senate district maps were challenged in three cases before the Ohio Supreme
Court. Oral arguments will occur on Dec. 8, 2021, after which the Court will deliberate and issue a
decision. If the Court does not uphold the maps, the Ohio Redistricting Commission will either amend
the existing maps or adopt new maps. The Ohio Constitution does not specify a timeline for this
process; however, the plan must allow 30 days for persons to change residence to be eligible for
election.

B. CHALLENGE TO CONGRESSIONAL MAP

The Congressional map was also challenged before the Ohio Supreme Court. The final reply briefin
the case must be filed by Dec. 20, 2021, after which the Court will deliberate and issue a decision. If
the Court does not uphold the map, the General Assembly has 30 days to pass a revised map. If the
General Assembly fails to pass a revised map within 30 days, the Ohio Redistricting Commission will

then have 30 days to adopt a revised map.

Il. PETITION CERTIFICATION AND PROTEST DEADLINES

S.B. 258 requires the SOS to adjust deadlines for U.S. Representative candidate petition review,
certification, and protests to accommodate the short timeframe for preparing ballots. Therefore, the
certification and protest deadline for candidates to the U.S. House of Representatives shall be as

follows:

e Wednesday, March 9, 2022 — Most populous county board of elections must certify the validity
and sufficiency of partisan candidate petitions and provide the names of the certified
candidates to the less populous county boards of elections in the district.




e Friday, March 11, 2022 — Protests against partisan candidates for U.S. Representative
(including write-in candidates) must be filed with the most populous county by 4:00 p.m.

All other deadlines and dates related to the May 3, 2022 Primary Election follow the standard election
timeline found in the 2022 Ohio Elections Calendar.

lll.  CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT MAP AND LEGAL DESCRIPTIONS

S.B. 258 contains the legal descriptions of the new congressional districts. Each district is listed
consecutively followed by the area contained in the district.

IV. STATE HOUSE AND SENATE DISTRICT MAPS AND LEGAL DESCRIPTIONS

The State House and Senate district legal descriptions, shape files, and equivalency files accompany
this Advisory. Unlike the legal descriptions for the congressional districts, whenever an area included
in a district is less than a county, the legal description is a political subdivision, such as city, village,
township, municipal ward, or precinct and portions thereof.

V. MOST POPULOUS COUNTIES

The most populous county for each House, Senate, and Congressional District is identified in the lists
accompanying this Advisory. This information will also be included in the 2022 Candidate
Requirement Guide.

VI. PRECINCT BOUNDARY ADJUSTMENTS

Some boards may choose to realign precinct boundaries to reduce splits once the redistricting process
is complete. If county party central committee members are to be elected from any party at the May
3, 2022 primary election, Ohio law prohibits redrawing precincts between Jan. 1, 2022 and May 3,
2022. If the board plans on redrawing precincts before Jan. 1, 2022, bear in mind that some county
party central committee members are elected by precinct and those candidates will be required to file
petitions by Feb. 2, 2022,

Vii. STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISTRICTS

The General Assembly must enact legislation establishing state board of education districts by Dec. 31,
2021. If the General Assembly does not establish the districts by that deadline, the Governor will
determine the districts no later than Jan. 30, 2022. Our Office will notify boards once the districts are
established and update the 2022 Candidate Requirement Guide accordingly. The filing deadline for
state board of education candidates is Aug. 10, 2022.

VII.  SIGNATURE REQUIREMENTS FOR INDEPENDENT CANDIDATES

Boards must calculate the signature requirements for independent candidates based upon the vote
totals from the 2018 gubernatorial race. With redistricting and possible precinct changes, such
calculations may be difficult. If you have questions about how to determine signature requirements
for independent candidates, please contact the Secretary of State’s elections counsel.

B. CHALLENGE TO CONGRESSIONAL MAP

The Congressional map was also challenged before the Ohio Supreme Court.* The final
reply brief in the Adams case must be filed by December 20, 2021, after which the Court will
deliberate and issue a decision. In the League of Women Voters case, the parties challenging the
map have asked the Court to adopt the same schedule as in Adams. If the Court does not uphold
the map, the General Assembly has 30 days to pass a revised map.’ If the General Assembly fails
to pass a revised map within 30 days, the Ohio Redistricting Commission will then have 30 days

to adopt a revised map.®

I PRIMARY ELECTION AND FILING DEADLINES

The 2022 primary election remains scheduled for May 3, 2022.7 Under current law,
" declarations of candidacy for partisan candidates to appear on the ballot must be filed by 4:00 p.m.
on February 2, 2022, and declarations of intent for partisan write-in candidates must be filed by

4:00 p.m. on February 22, 2022.%

S.B. 258 extended the filing deadline for partisan candidates for U.S. Representative,
including write-in candidates, to March 4, 2022.° However, the law will not be in effect before
the February 2, 2022 filing deadline. Therefore, boards may anticipate receiving candidate
petitions for U.S. Representative on or before that date. Any candidate petition for U.S.
Representative filed with the board before February 19, 2022, the bill’s effective date, will be
invalid. After February 19, 2022, the board must promptly refund the candidate’s filing fee.

A candidate for U.S. Representative who files their petition prior to February 19, 2022 may
file a new petition no later than March 4, 2022. The original petition cannot be re-used for the
second filing; once filed, a candidate petition cannot be withdrawn or amended.'” However,
individuals who refile will not be considered candidates for multiple offices under R.C.

IL. PETITION CERTIFICATION AND PROTEST DEADLINES

S.B. 258 requires the Secretary of State to adjust deadlines for U.S. Representative
candidate petition review, certification, and protests to accommodate the short timeframe for
preparing ballots. Per federal and state law, UOCAVA absentee ballots for the May 3, 2022
Primary Election must be prepared by March 18, 2022.'2 Therefore, the certification and protest
deadline for candidates to the U.S. House of Representatives shall be as follows:

III. CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT MAP AND LEGAL DESCRIPTIONS

S.B. 258 contains the legal descriptions of the new congressional districts."* Each district
is listed consecutively followed by the area contained in the district. For example, District 1 is
located in R.C. 3521.011, and District 15 is located in R.C. 3521.0115. Whenever an area included
in a district is less than an entire county, the legal description is a “Block Group” or a “Tract,” as
defined by the United States Census Bureau. The equivalency files accompany this Advisory.

IV. STATE HOUSE AND SENATE DISTRICT MAPS AND LEGAL
DESCRIPTIONS

The State House and Senate district legal descriptions, shape files, and equivalency files
accompany this Advisory. Unlike the legal descriptions for the congressional districts, whenever
an area included in a district is less than a county, the legal description is a political subdivision,
such as city, village, township, municipal ward, or precinct and portions thereof. These
descriptions are based on boundaries as they existed when the data was collected by Ohio
University. If the board of elections changed precinct boundaries or if there were municipal ward
boundary changes or annexations in the past year, the board needs to consider that the new
assignments were made based on previous data. For example, if the board combined Precinct A
and C into a new Precinct A, and Precinct A is listed in the legal description, then it is referring to
the old Precinct A portion of the new Precinct A.

The most populous county for each House, Senate, and Congressional District is identified
m the lists accompanying this Advisory. This information will be included in the 2022 Candidate

Requirement Guide.

VI. PRECINCT BOUNDARY ADJUSTMENTS

Boards of elections are not required to re-precinct in response to redistricting. However,
new House, Senate, and Congressional districts may increase the number of split precincts in the
county. Some boards may choose to realign precinct boundaries to reduce splits once the
redistricting process is complete. If county party central committee members are to be elected from
any party at the May 3, 2022 primary election, Ohio law prohibits redrawing precincts between
January 1, 2022 and May 3, 2022.' If the board plans on redrawing precincts before January 1,

2022, bear in mind that some county party central committee members are elected by precinct and
those candidates will be required to file petitions by February 2, 2022.

If no county party central committee members will be elected in the May primary election,
the board may change precinct boundaries any time before April 8, 2022.1

If a precinct boundary does not follow census blocks, the board must seek a waiver from
the Secretary of State. A precinct can contain no more than 1,400 registered voters, but voters in
confirmation status can be excluded from this count. Waiver requests take approximately ten
business days to review and complete, assuming all of the information required on Form 50 is
provided at time of submission. Waivers must be sent to SWVRD@OhioSOS.gov and
accompanied with the necessary documentation and maps to visually determine the changes to the
precinct boundaries. The documentation must clearly list the census block waivers that are being

split.

VII. STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISTRICTS

The General Assembly must enact legislation establishing state board of education districts
by December 31, 2021.%¢ If the General Assembly does not establish the districts by that deadline,
the Governor will determine the districts no later than January 30, 2022. Our Office will notify
boards once the districts are established and update the 2022 Candidate Requirement Guide
accordingly. The filing deadline for state board of education candidates is Wednesday, August 10,

Cleveland, Ohio 44102.
o Staff can view the transaction date in the voter registration system, but there is not a

copy of the registration card attached.

o The Cuyahoga County Property Summary Report shows Mr. Sulik purchasing the W. 29th Street

property Mary 28, 1994.
o Mr. Sulik contends that Ms. Shore has not lived at the West 29" Street address since his

purchasing of the property.

o Ms. Shore last voted from this address (at the polls), November 2, 2020.
o Priorto 2021 Ms. Shore has been a regular voter electing to vote at the polls.

o On October 10, 2021, the Deputy Director instructed staff that Ms. Shore’s voter registration
profile be flagged as Must Vote Provisional for the November 2, 2021 pursuant to R.C. 3503.24 to
facilitate a hearing post-election.

o Ms. Shore did not vote inthe November 2, 2021 General Election.

In a staff conversation with Mr. Sulik, he stated that Ms. Shore is dealing with some health issues
and may be confined to a nursing home. Mr. Sulik has not been clear with staff as to his current
or previous relationship with Ms. Shore nor has he provided any indication as to where he

obtains his alleged information.
Staff tried to identify an address other than the W. 29t Street address and contact information

for Ms. Shore in an effort to gather facts and provide her with notice of this hearing. The
research did not return any suitable contact information.
According to the Ohio Bureau of Motor Vehicles website, Ms. Shore’s Ohio Driver’s License is

currently expired.

(A) Application for the correction of any precinct registration list or a challenge of the right
to vote of any registered elector may be made by any qualified elector at the office of the
board of elections not later than the thirtieth day before the day of the election. The
applications or challenges, with the reasons for the application or challenge, shall be filed
with the board in person or by mail on a form prescribed by the secretary of state and shall

be signed under penalty of election falsification.

(B) On receiving an application or challenge filed under this section, the board of elections
promptly shall review the board's records. If the board is able to determine that an .
application or challenge should be granted or denied solely on the basis of the records

maintained by the board, the board immediately shall vote to grant or deny that application

or challenge.

If the board is not able to determine whether an application or challenge should be granted
or denied solely on the basis of the records maintained by the board, the director shall
promptly set a time and date for a hearing before the board. The hearing shall be held, and
the application or challenge shall be decided, no later than ten days after the board receives
the application or challenge. The director shall send written notice to any elector whose
right to vote is challenged and to any person whose name is alleged to have been omitted
from a registration list. The notice shall inform the person of the time and date of the
hearing, and of the person's right to appear and testify, call witnesses, and be represented
by counsel. The notice shall be sent by first class mail no later than three days before the

day of any scheduled hearing. Except as otherwise provided in division (D) of this section,

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the director shall also provide the person who filed the application or challenge with such

written notice of the date and time of the hearing.

At the request of either party or any member of the board, the board shall issue subpoenas
to witnesses to appear and testify before the board at a hearing held under this section.

challenges immediately after hearing.

(C) If the board decides that any such person is not entitled to have the person's name on
the registration list, the person’'s name shall be removed from the list and the person'’s
registration forms canceled. If the board decides that the name of any such person should
appear on the registration list, it shall be added to the list, and the person's registration
forms placed in the proper registration files. All such corrections and additions shall be
made on a copy of the precinct lists, which shall constitute the poll lists, to be furnished to
the respective precincts with other election supplies on the day preceding the election, to be

used by the election officials in receiving the signatures of voters and in checking against

the registration forms.

(D) If an elector who is the subject of an application or challenge hearing has a confidential

voter registration record, as described in section 111.44 of the Revised Code, all of the
following apply: '.
(1) If the elector's right to vote has been challenged, the person who filed the challenge shall

not receive notice of the date and time of any hearing held concerning the challenge, shall

not be permitted to attend the hearing, and shall not receive notice of the disposition of the

challenge.

(2) If the elector is the subject of an application for the correction of the precinct
registration list and the elector is not the person who filed the application, the person who

filed the application shall not receive notice of the date and time of any hearing held

Early In-Person Election Officials Performance
Report

I. Opening and Closing EIP Voting Location

A. Initial setup (First Day of Voting)

On the fitst day of Early In-Person voting (July 7*, August 17, October 5%), two DS200 were turned on
and made ready for voting for the election. A zero report was generated to show the machines had no
ballots that were scanned and tabulated for the election. At least one full-time staff member was part of a
bipartisan team responsible for petforming this operation. The team then signed off on the Zero Report and
stored it with the respective security logbook. One DS200 was closed but left active to serve as a back-up

scanner in the event of malfunction of the primary scanner.
B. Daily Opening and Closing of Polling Places

Unlike DS200s used at the polling locations on Election Day, the DS200s used at the EIP voting location
are “opened” (turned on) and “closed” (turned off) each day, but technically polling did not close until 7:30

Election Night. Each day the BOE was open for voting during EIP (July 7-August 2), (August 17-
September 13), (October 5-November 1) we reviewed the DS200 Audit Log for the opening and closing

times of each DS200 used. Security seals and total votes were checked for discrepancies from closing the

night befote. Thete were never any discrepancies.

The voting machine was opened and ready for votets by 8:00 a.m. (except the Sunday before Election Day
when voting started at 1:00 p.m.). For closing times, we first ensured that no machine was shut down prior

to the prescribed SOS time of close.



C. Signing the Oath by the EIPEOs

Before Eatly In-Person voting began for each election, a designee of the manager of CPS (Stephen Doell,
Supervisor) administered the Oath to the EIPEO staff orally and they, in turn, signed a written copy of the

Oath.
D. Final close of Polls (Election Day 7:30 p.m.)

The final close of voting for the Eatly In-Person vote center was August 2, September 13*, and
November 1% at 2:00 p.m. All machines were put through the nightly shut down process and emptied of the
ballots. The machines wete then sent to the Ballot Department on Election Day by a bipartisan team. The
machines were completely shut down by Ballot Department staff at 7:30 p.m. election night and the vote
tally memory sticks were removed and uploaded by the Ballot Department.

I1. Self-Reporting of Problems

The EIPEOs ate tempotaty employees hired to assist with the implementation of early voting and are
directly supervised by full-time staff of the CCBOE at all times. In training, they are instructed to
immediately inform the supetvisots of any issues that arise. Therefore, after—the-fact reporting of incidents

and ballot quantities by the temporary staff during Early In-Person Voting is not necessary.

Issues of Concern and Resolutions:

1. A situation did develop during the August Primary/Special Election whete a voter, who did not
appear at the EIP voting area, was inadvertentlyissued a ballot in our DIMS system, but did not
actually receive a ballot. This error was a mix-up between voters in the same household and same
last name. The voter appearing at the EIP voting area was issued a ballot and it was cast. However,
the initial, inadvertent ballot entty issued was not deleted from the system. That error was not
discovered until after the election. Because there was an absentee ballot on his record, the voter had
to vote a Provisional ballot at the polls on Election Day. A proofing system is now in place daily that
will check the names in the signature book against the record in DIMS that will catch this error the

next day and allow us to fix the problem.

Another procedure that will resolve an inadvertent ballot issue is doing research of any voter who is
flagged as having cast an EIP ballot but voted a provisional ballot at their polling location before all
ptovisional ballots are certified. When the Registration Department identifies voters who fall in this

categoty, EIP staff will investigate using the signature book and ballot pack sign off cover sheet to

determine that the voter actually received and cast the ballot.

2. Duting the November General Election there were five instances discovered after the election
where the PEO pulled a ballot and delivered to the voter that was not the precinct assigned to the
voter. Although, by way of example, it becomes obvious how the errors occurred it doesn’t explain
why they occutred when there are several checks in place to prevent this from happening. In one
case a voter who was issued a ballot in Bedford Heights 01-B actually received a ballot in Bedford
01-B. Opetators ate trained to state the precinct before leaving the counter to retrieve the ballot.

Then, they show the ptecinct label to the voter and match it up with the precinct printed on the
ballot. In these instances that procedure must not have been followed. Retraining and high priority

instruction will be put in place for the May 2022 Primary Election.

The EIP voting staff issued Provisional ballots to voters encountering Registration issues throughout the

three elections cited in this report as follows:
August Primary/Special: 289 total; 81 on Election Day
September Primary: 156 total; 29 Election Day

November General: 219 total; 81 Election Day

B. Delivering Ballots to the Ballot Department
At the end of the EIP voting period for each election staff completed the nightly shut-down procedure on

the DS200 scanners. Then the machines were emptied of ballots and sorted to precinct level. The ballots
wete delivered to the Ballot Department by Election Support staff along with the DS200s.
